The agenda for the meeting is as follows:  
1. Call to order. 2:35pm: Tom, Bruce
2. Call to the public—this is the time for the public to comment.  Members of the board may not discuss items that are not on the agenda; therefore, action taken as the result of public comment will be limited to directing people to study the matter or scheduling the matter for further consideration and decision at a later date.
3. Old Business: Surge Protector, Increased revenue, Spare Well Pump.
4. New Business: 
a. The Board votes 5-0 to purchase and install a surge Protector for the Pumphouse. Bruce will find another electrician to do the installation.
b. Discussion regarding increasing revenue. After much discussion the board voted 5-0 to increase rates to 5% on an annual basis across the board. Jan will draw up a letter that will be included in next month’s bill. The increase will go into effect January 1, 2026.
c. Board voted 4-1 to raise the cost to transfer of ownership from one customer to another to $500.00
d. Buying a replacement well pump for future needs. The board discussed the need to purchase a replacement pump when the current pump fails. With rising costs, it was agreed in a vote 5-0 to search for a new pump and keep it in storage. The Board also discussed the amount of time we need to switch over to Porter Mountain Water (PMW) in case of a pump failure. A replacement pump on hand would decrease the amount of time searching for a new pump to avoid the amount of time we need to be on PMW.
e. Schedule tank maintenance, the board agreed to check the tank periodically to see if maintenance is needed.
f. Do we want to investigate CD’s? Jan did some research on short term CD’s and found several of them from 3-9 months with no minimum. Board agreed it was a good idea, but we do not have the extra funds at this time.

5. Report by Trevor Deming CWO White Mountain Utility. LLC: Future needs of district. 
a. Trevor will look for a replacement well pump.   
b. Trevor was asked if Bestway Electric ever visited our pumphouse, No. 
c. Trevor discussed the ADEQ Lead pipe inventory. He will get us the names of the customers that need the informational material. He will also submit the form to ADEQ. He asked that we take over the responsibility of the report in the future. He will show Jan & /or Marianne how to do it.
6. Financial Report – Jan. Current accounts, Checking: $13,243.28. Savings $15,020.05. 
7. Bookkeeper Report: Mariann. Review of billing, late payment, delinquency notice.  Mariann reported that K. Kiekenbush sold his property to S. Johnson. Johnson completed the application to switch his name over to the new property under the name of Silver Trout LLC. And paid the $250 transfer fee.
